Only SFC Burley can excuse a warri-
or from Drill. Here are the catego-
ries of Drill. >>>>>>>>>>>>>>>>>>>>

Good Drill—attend on time, learn and earn $$5.

Authorized Make Up—call SFC Burley in advance to arrange a make up drill in
advance, still get paid $$5.

Absent Excused—call SFC Burley in advance (less than 5 days in advance), you
get no $ but are not in trouble.

AWOL—means you did not show up, did not call, get ZERO $ and could face dis-
ciplinary action.
